EXPLANATION OF A-440

Notice the 440 cycles per second or frequency in the middle where the Yellow Arrow is pointing.

This is the frequency/pitch where the Piano has to be maintained at constantly for the note A 5.

The rest of the notes are in “equal temperment” to this one.
